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Prevent Swine Flu - Good Advice  
submitted by: Echo Murray 

The only portals of entry are the 

nostrils and mouth/throat. In a 

global epidemic of this nature, it's 

almost impossible to avoid coming 

into contact with H1N1 in spite of 

all precautions.  

While you are still healthy and not 

showing any symptoms of H1N1 in-

fection, in order to prevent prolif-

eration, aggravation of symptoms 

and development of secondary in-

fections, some very simple steps 

can be practiced  

 

1. Gargle twice a day with warm salt 

water or Listerine. *H1N1 takes 2 -

3 days after initial infection in the 

throat/nasal cavity to proliferate 

and show characteristic symptoms. 

Simple gargling prevents prolifera-

tion. In a way, gargling with salt wa-

ter has the same effect on a 

healthy individual that Tamiflu has on an 

infected one. Don't underestimate this 

simple, inexpensive, and powerful preven-

tative method.  

2. Blow the nose hard once a day and 

swab both nostrils with cotton buds 

dipped in warm salt water is very effec-

tive in bringing down viral population.  

3. Boost your natural immunity with 

foods that are rich in Vitamin C If you 

have to supplement with Vitamin C tab-

lets, make sure that it also has Zinc to 

boost absorption.  

4. Drink as much of warm liquids (tea, 

coffee, etc) as you can. Drinking warm 

liquids has the same effect as gargling, 

but in the reverse direction. They wash 

off proliferating viruses from the throat 

into the stomach where they cannot sur-

vive, proliferate or do any harm.

Travel Management Draft Environmental Impact Statement  

Ready for Public Release  

 

Comment Period and Open Houses Begin in October  

 
Deschutes and Ochoco National Forests  ðThe Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) for 

Travel Management in the Deschutes and Ochoco National Forests and Crooked River National 

Grassland will be in the mail next week.  The Notice of Availability to comment on the DEIS is ex-

pected to be officially posted in the Federal Register on October 9 th , thus commencing the 45 -day 

public comment period.  It will also be posted that day on the Central Oregon National Forests web-

site at www.fs.fed.us/r6/centraloregon . 

In November 2005, the Forest Service published a new rule called òTravel Management:  Designated 

Routes and Areas for Motor Vehicle Use.ó  It requires every national forest and grassland in the 

nation to publish a map that designates motorized use on the national forests and grassland system 

roads, trails and areas, and to prohibit (with limited exceptions) all motorized use off of the routes 

and areas identified on the Motorized Vehicle Use Map.  

Since early 2006, Central Oregon citizens and Forest Service employees of the Deschutes and 

Ochoco National Forests and Crooked River National Grassland have been hard at work developing a 

strategy to address this national rule for the Deschutes and Ochoco National Forests and the 

Crooked River National Grassland.  This document and its maps are an important result of these ef-

forts.  After consideration of all the public comments and open houses in local communities, a Final 

Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) will be published.  Two Records of Decision ñone for the 

Deschutes National Forest and one for the Ochoco National Forest will be published with the FEIS.  

The Crooked River National Grassland is part of the Ochoco National Forest.

 Crescent Lake, OR, October 1, 2009 ð Once a child touches a hot stove, as the cliché goesðhe learns 
his lesson, stay away from a hot stove. This cliché does not take into account the pain and suffering from 
burns and burns should not be part of the learning process. 

Thatôs why Central Cascades Fire & EMS is teaming up with the National Fire Protection Association 
(NFPA) for Fire Prevention Week 2009 ï October 4-10 ï to urge everyone to ñStay Fire Smart! Donôt Get 

Burned.ò This yearôs campaign focuses on ways to keep homes fire safe and prevent painful burns.  

The statistics are staggering. Each year roughly 3,000 people dies as a result of home fires and burns, and 
more than 200,000 individuals are seen in the nationôs emergency rooms for burn injuries. 

ñThe most common types of burn injuries result from fire or flame burns, scalds and contact burnsò.  ñBurns 
are painful and can result in serious scarring and even death. When we take extra caution in our homes to 
ensure that the curling iron is out of childrenôs reach or pot handles are turned away from the edge of the 
stove, such injuries are entirely preventable. Keeping our homes safe from fire and preventing devastating 
burn injuries is a healthy change we can make happen.ò  

By following simple safety rules, you can ñStay Fire Smart! Donôt Get Burned.ò 

¶ Keep hot foods and liquids away from tables and counter edges so they cannot be pulled or knocked 

over. 

¶ Have a 3-foot ñkid-freeò zone around the stove. 

¶ Never hold a child in your arms while preparing hot food or drinking a hot beverage. 

¶ Be careful when using things that get hot such as curling irons, oven, irons, lamps, heaters. 

¶ Install tamper-resistant receptacles to prevent a child from sticking an object in the outlet. 

¶ Never leave a child alone in a room with a lit candle, portable heater, lit fireplace or stove, or where a 

hot appliance might be in use. 

¶ Wear short or close-fitting sleeves when cooking. 

¶ Set your hot water temperature no higher than 120 degrees. 

¶ Install anti-scald valves on shower heads and faucets. 

Fire Prevention Week is actively supported by fire departments across the country. For 85 years fire depart-
ments have observed Fire Prevention Week, making it the longest running public health and safety obser-
vance on record.

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DID I TURN OFF THE STOVE?  

 

How many times have you left the house in the morning and wondered, òDid I turn off the stove?ó With our busy lives, the safety of our 

homes and families are sometimes relegated to the back of our minds ð an afterthought as we hop in the car to start the day.  

 

Central cascades Fire & EMS wants you to make sure that the stove burner is turned off or the damaged electrical cord youõve been mean-

ing to fix is your top priority during Fire Prevention Week, October 4 -10. The theme of this yearõs campaign, �´�6�W�D�\���)�L�U�H���6�P�D�U�W�����'�R�Q�·�W���*�H�W��
�%�X�U�Q�H�G���µ focuses on preventing the leading causes of home fires ð cooking, heating and electrical equipment, and smoking materials in add i-

tion to burn prevention.  

Statistics from the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), indicate that there were an estimated 399,000 reported home structure 

fires in 2007, resulting in almost 2,900 deaths.  

While the statistics are daunting, most home fires are easily preventable when we narrow our focus and take personal steps to  increase our 

safety. One way to do this is by proactively combing through each room in your home to find signs of danger and fix them. Cen tra l Cascades 

Fire & EMS  is encouraging everyone to put their safety first by performing a home hazards inspection during Fire Prevention Week. You ca n 

download a checklist at www.firepreventionweek.org.  

 

There are also a number of simple steps that you can put into action to keep your home fire safe:  

¶ Burns: Bath and shower water should be no higher than 100 degrees.  

¶ Cooking: Stay in the kitchen when you are frying, grilling, or broiling food. If you leave the kitchen for even a short period time, t urn 

off the stove.  

¶ Heating: Keep all things that can burn, such as paper, bedding or furniture, at least 3 feet away from heating equipment.  

¶ Electrical: Replace cracked and damaged electrical cords; use extension cords for temporary wiring only. Consider having addi tio nal 

circuits or receptacles added by a qualified electrician.  

Smoking: If you smoke, smoke outside; wherever you smoke, use deep, sturdy ashtrays.  

 

As firefighters, fire prevention is always on our minds. We hope that you use the checklist and fire prevention tips to put y our safety first 

during Fire Prevention Week, and year -round.  

 

REMINDER:  If you do not have a working Smoke Alarm in your residence, contact us for a free battery powered Smoke Alarm, whi le sup-
